Principal milestones and challenges of the year were highlighted by Robert Tourigny. These include:

RENEW completion - redevelopment of
98 units of affordable rental housing in Manchester’s
Center City, completing capital improvements and
energy upgrades. RENEW was the first affordable
housing property to be preserved in NH using the 9%
tax credit program.

Started Whittemore Place Phase II in
Londonderry — 33 new units of rental housing; waiting
list already at 100 individuals.

Deepening community engagement activities
in Manchester and Nashua target neighborhoods.

Continuing demand for HOMEteam’s first-
time homebuyer and financial literacy education pro-
grams — 35% of seminar participants purchased a home,
with over three-quarters of participants having income
that is below the area median income.

Property Acquisition in Manchester and
Nashua for redevelopment.
